Miss Stevenson, holding a Licentiate from the Royal Schools of Music, London, received her
initial training in radio broadcasting with the British Broadcasting Corporation under the personal



supervision of Sir Henry Walford Davies. For twelve years she was with the Youth Education
division of the Australian Broadcasting Commission, programming for young people 3 to 18.

9:45 AN EVALUATION OF DERYCK COOKE’S MAHLER TENTH: The version of the Tenth just
heard has since been superseded by Cooke’s full version of the symphony, a version “filling in”
the “gaps” left by Cooke in his broadcast version. That version will be premiered in London and
Berlin this summer under Berthold Goldschmidt. In the meantime, William Malloch attempts to
correct what he considers to be certain off-base impressions of the nature of the sketch and, to
some extent, the nature of the music contained in that sketch. He “fills in” the unperformed
second and fourth movement “gaps” with the material from the Mahler sketch and he brings
certain Cooke sections of the second movement “up to tempo,” thus making it possible to present
second and fourth movements “complete,” via multi-channel piano rerecordings of the missing
passages.
